A
banking organization is an independent bank or all the banks within a highest-level bank holding company; however, banks less than five years old and special-purpose banks,
such as credit card banks, are excluded. Small tristate banks are defined as those based in the tristate area that were not in the top 100 in assets as of December 31, 2022. The
tristate area consists of Pennsylvania, New Jersey, and Delaware. Small U.S. banks are defined as those based outside the tristate area that were not in the top 100 in assets as of
December 31, 2022, including assets of only their commercial bank subsidiaries. U.S. excludes tristate banks. The sample includes 104 small tristate banks, 3,638 small U.S.
banks, and 99 large U.S. banks.
